BACKGROUND INFORMATION 
Donation: 
 

Drew and Cata Lackner are donating Twenty-Five Thousand Dollars ($25,000) toward the 
construction of the ADHUS/FAU High School Complex, as more specifically stated under Gift Purpose 
below.  In recognition of their donation, the FAUF is requesting that a classroom within the ADHUS/FAU 
High School Complex be named the “Lackner Family Classroom.”  

 
Gift Purpose: 
 

The gift will be used to assist with the planning, financing, constructing and equipping the 
ADHUS/FAU High School Complex, under the direction and within the discretion of the Assistant Dean 
of PK-12 Educational Programs. 
 
Donor’s Prior Relationship with FAU: 
 

Drew and Catalina Lackner have lived in South Florida for 20 years. They have two young 
daughters who have attended AD Henderson University School at FAU since kindergarten.  Drew is also 
a product of FAU having received his Master’s degree from FAU after attending the University of 
Florida.
