GEO 7978, GEO 7980, and GLY 6835 were approved unanimously by the committee.  
PAD 6205 and PAD 6314 were tabled because both lacked ADA language, letters of support, and the University policy for academic irregularities.  In addition, PAD 6205 needs a bibliography.

Course change requests for TSL 5142, TSL 5345, and TSL 5440 were approved unanimously by the committee.  

New course proposals TSL 6055, TSL 6146, TSL 6165, TSL 6350, TSL 6365, and TSL 6944 were approved unanimously by the council.  
Discussion then turned to the new degree program proposal from the College of Education (MA in TESOL).  After discussion about the short amount of time the committee was given to review the proposal, Friedenberg, McLaughlin, and Zainuddin made a presentation about the degree program.
Lowe expressed discomfort about rushing the process of approving a new degree program proposal.  Hamlin stated the proposal looked really strong.  Chase moved to support the document today, even though it was late coming to the committee.  This motion was seconded by Roberts.  Zilouchian stated he did not think it was fair to approve a degree program proposal on such a short timeframe.  Lowe expressed concern about passing a degree program proposal without appropriate time to read it.  Rosson suggested giving the committee more time to review the materials, with an email vote to approve or disapprove the document prior to the next UFS Steering Meeting.  
McDaniel stated the committee’s consensus to look over the proposal with care and email McDaniel with a vote no later than noon on Tuesday, March 10, 2009.  If the GPC approves the document on March 10, the proposal will be forwarded to UFS Steering.
