Hu and _________________ spoke to the committee about the MSITM degree program to be offered by the College of Business and the College of Engineering.  Burnaford had some comments about details of the proposal.  After a short discussion, the committee unanimously approved the new degree proposal (pending a few recommended changes).

The committee unanimously approved the changes to MAN 6501 and MAN 6596, as described in the Changes to MBA Curriculum Description in the University Catalog.


The committee approved LIN 6622 pending an updated syllabus and grading scheme.  CRW 6236 and MUL 6505 were approved unanimously with no corrections.  

SDS 6316 was approved by the council pending a small typographical error correction and the inclusion of a more complete grading scheme.  

PCB 6366 was approved unanimously pending a small change to make the syllabus match the course proposal form.   BSC 6544 was approved unanimously by the committee.  McDaniel recommended that MAT 5938 and MAT 6939 add “in Math” to the end of the titles of the courses.  The new names would be “Graduate Seminar in Math” and “Advanced Graduate Seminar in Math” respectively.  The committee approved unanimously.  The committee approved the M.S. in Environmental Science catalog changes.

Committee unanimously approved the 20 MAC course change requests.  HAS 6707, HAS 6103 and five other HAS course change requests were approved unanimously by the committee.  QMB 7432 was approved unanimously by the committee.  FIN and RMI course change requests were approved unanimously by the committee.

Change to ECO 6008 was approved unanimously by the committee.  MAN 6874 was tabled due to missing specifics in the grading scheme.  MAR 6837 course change request was approved unanimously by the committee.  MAN 6937, MAN 6876, and ISM 6026 were approved unanimously by the committee. 

NGR 6940, NGR 6946, and NGR 6947 were all approved by the committee unanimously.   


FIN 7247 was approved unanimously by the committee.
