The post-procedural analgesic plan depends on the invasiveness of the procedure and will be approved by the IACUC based on this information.   Minor surgeries (e.g. minipump implantation) require in general analgesic coverage  over a 24 hour time period and continued as needed.  Major surgeries (e.g. laparotomy) require in general analgesic coverage over a 72 hour time period and thereafter as needed. Enter the time of analgesia administration. A check mark in the post-op monitoring column indicateds that everything is normal. If an animal is found abnormal indicate the cage # in the corresponding post-op monitoring column, describe briefly (if you need more space go to progress notes in the room log book) and inform CM staff/veterinarian.  The person who performs the monitoring and analgesic administration needs to initial the entries every day.
