Explanation of Animal Product Protocol

Most institutions track all animal products.  There are two main reasons for tracking animal products used at an institution:  
1. In the past, animal tissues have been the cause of disease transfer both in people and in animals.  For example,
a. Mouse hepatitis virus has spread in several institutions by investigators bringing in tissues from another institution, working on them in their laboratories and then bringing into their laboratories animals from their institution and taking them back to the vivarium or the investigators going to the vivarium after working with the tissues.
b. Using animal products from unsafe sources such as custom slaughter house where there was no USDA inspector has led to several investigators getting a zoonotic disease such as Pasturella, orf, brucellosis, etc. Another example would be getting HIV type viruses from primates.

2. To ensure the minimum number of animals are used
a. We are required to use the minimum number of animals to obtain reliable, useful data.  When you submit your protocol, you are required to state the number of animals required to prove your hypothesis determined by a scientific method such as statistical design.  If you are approved for 10 rats to collect tissues and another investigator gives you tissues from two rats, then you should only need 8 more, not 10.  That is the reason we track tissues and where they are coming from and what other protocols do with tissues.  If you are getting all your tissue from another protocol and do not actually need live animals, then all must fill out this Animal Product Protocol.

Examples of animal products where only parts of animals are used and no animal is euthanized to obtain these parts by you are:
1. Pig feet  from the grocery store (USDA inspected meat)
2. Embalmed cats for anatomy lab (embalmed by the vendor and not done especially for you)
3. Cells from someone within your institution or another institution (If from out of the country, USDA requires a form)
4. Mammalian Road kill (If a permit is required include permit or copy of completed application, explanation of cautions to be used by personnel.)
5. Tissue sharing with other investigators at your institution.  (If you have a protocol, then it would require an amendment, not an Animal Product Protocol.  If you do not have a protocol but just need a few “left over” tissues from another investigator, then, if mammalian tissues, use the Animal Product Protocol.)  For others, consult with the FAU veterinarian.
